
 
 
 

  
The Ashland Police Department has arrested an individual for multiple narcotics 
violations stemming from an ongoing investigation.  
 
Investigators from the Ashland Police Department, Hanover County Sheriff’s Office and 
Virginia State Police worked together to confiscate a large amount of narcotics to include 
marijuana and cocaine from a local Richmond man staying in Ashland. Investigators initially 
located approximately 60 pounds of marijuana and upon serving a search warrant at the 
residence that the man frequented, discovered a large amount of cocaine and over $1,000.00 
dollars in US currency. The street value of the combined amount of narcotics is approximately 
$200,000.00. 
 
Investigators have arrested the individual on narcotics charges and he is currently being held at 
Pamunkey Regional Jail without bond with additional charges pending.  
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
