� Use your community’s Sober Rides program  
� If you happen to see a drunk driver on the road, don’t hesitate to contact your local law 

enforcement; 
� And remember, if you know someone who is about to drive or ride while impaired, take 

their keys and help them make other arrangements to get to where they are going 
safely. 

 
"The consumption of alcohol, drugs and driving just don’t mix,” said Chief Doug Goodman. “This 
holiday season; don’t let your year end in an arrest—or even worse, death.  The results from drinking 
and driving can end up deadly no matter how many drinks you’ve had.”
